Vice-President O’Hara conducted the meeting in the absence of the Council
President. She stated that this meeting is a continuation of the Omnibus meeting with the
School Department and at the time, it was perceived that the Administration was not
present order to answer any questions, they did sent information over for the projected
revenues, but they are present here this evening. She asked Mr. Baron to make a brief
presentation. Mr. Baron presented a Budget Projections for the Fiscal Year ending 2004.

Mr. Cardarelli asked if this document presented tonight is the form it should be
presented and it is approved by the Department of Administration. Mr. Baron stated that
this was prepared in cooperation with the State Auditor General and approved by the
Administration. Infact, there is more information on this document then is required.

Mr. Cardarelli stated that looking at the City’s projections for the School Aid and
the State projections, it is his opinion that realistically, we are looking at virtually no
increase in salaries and a good size co-pay. He asked what is the process used by the
City to determine the City’s appropriations.

Ms. Alston interjected and stated that the Call of this meeting was called under
Section 16-2-21 to discuss projections of revenues. Any questions outside of that is in
violation of Open Meetings Act.

Mr. Cardarelli stated that at the last meeting, there were a number of questions
asked of the School Department and no one interjected on whether those questions could
be asked or discussed. Ms. White stated that this is a continuation from the last meeting
and not a special meeting.

Ms. Alston stated that she checked with the City Clerk prior to this meeting to
clarify the Section this meeting was called for and the Clerk showed her Ms. White’s
request and the letter stated Section 16-2-21 and she assumed this meeting was under this

Section.
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
